____Clothing suitable for outdoor life for five days (cool evenings / hot days)

__ Extra changes of socks and underwear

__ Heavy sweater or jacket

____ Comfortable shoes and heavy socks for hiking — NO SANDALS OR CROCS
____Lightweight tennis shoes, water shoes, or sport sandals for canoeing — NO FLIP-FLOPS

___ NEW—Campers may bring adventure sandals which MUST have a strap around the ankle.
These may be worn around camp & for water activities, but tennis shoes will be required for
hikes and other adventures. FLIP FLOPS ARE NOT PERMITTED for walking around camp.

____Sun protection (hat with a full brim, sunglasses, sunscreen, lip balm, etc.)

__Rain gear (raincoat or poncho)

Bathing suit (Modest swimwear is required. For girls this means a one-piece or a two-piece
tankini that meets in the middle.)
Toilet articles (toothpaste, toothbrush, soap, comb, towels, washcloth, etc.)

____Laundry bag

____Sealable water bottle (This is important! Water bottles are available in the Camp Store.)
__ Flashlight

____Asllittle baggage as possible — one suitcase, day pack or book bag, & bedroll / sleeping bag
____Small amount of spending money for the Camp Store and Service Project

__Insect repellent (We recommend that your child bring insect repellent - Off, Deep Woods, or
similar brands. According to Health Department guidelines, it is important for repellent be used. Itis
very important to read the instructions for use with your child and educate them about the repellent’s
use, especially if the spray is to be used on clothing, not directly on the skin. If you are not
comfortable using these products, the Health Department recommends considering an alternative,
such as Avon’s Skin-So-Soft, for some protection).
